	Annual Comp Membership
Veronica inquired who to give the annual complimentary membership to – CSHP staff informed DSHP that there is one free membership for the local chapter. Recommended potentially giving as a membership scholarship. Veronica will talk to Brooke to see if we need to save the membership for a silent auction.

	New Touro Liaison Introduction
Welcome Touro student Nathalie Yang. She is the current Touro CSHP President.

Policy and Advocacy Day 2024 Recap
Veronica presented AB 2680 (Aguiar-Curry) on Alzheimer’s disease. Update to Alzheimer’s increasing board members from 14 members to 21 members (no more than 25 members), updated language. CSHP recommended to include a geriatric pharmacist specialist. SB 1365 (Hernandez) on pharmacist to technician ratios increase to 1:6. Donna mentioned that this bill has been amended by the Board of Pharmacy to update ratio differences per facilities (community vs. hospital). Veronica commented that pharmacist:technician ratios vary among states and some states do not have a set ratio. 
All P1 and P2 students from Touro attended. Anne Sodergren presented on an update from BOP. Dr. Thomas and Dr. Simonian presented a CE on AB 1286. Had some refreshments in the morning, CEs, legislative appointments, and finished out with a refreshment. Google folder (formerly used for NOWI) to be created to house all flyers, pictures, documents. Yolanda mentioned that there may be a dropbox. Donna mentioned would benefit to contact the NOWI committee to add all documents. Veronica mentioned that she would like to create a DSHP president Gmail account for consistency and every documents easily shared for previous years and easier access in the future. Group was amenable to having one. Updating DSHP email listserv – currently 154 people. Is this something we can clean up? Can get a report of membership with on record emails. Copy/paste the email records from most updated excel. It may be possible that there are individuals whose membership lapsed – we want to keep this up to date. 

	Liaisons Report Out

	Treasurer (Julia)
Copied over budget from last two years. Increased budget based on current rate for 2024. Added insurance liability. Under activities, put CSHP donation of $500, generic category vs. separated categories in the past. Council/committees – were wondering what “recognition” was used in the past – may need to follow up with Derek (previous DSHP treasurer). Include new categories for CSHP BBQ and for Tony’s new social event - $1500 for each. Under education, in the past, had budget of $500, but decrease to $200. For education CE, change to $1000 based on previous year budget spend. NOWI budget 2022 was $400, but keep at $10,000 this year. Legislative day, some individuals were asking if reimbursement for it – do we have anything on the budget for it? Usually choose one member to reimburse, but typically voted on it before leg day. $500 is for leg day donation to sponsor the event. In the past, DSHP usually paid for registration fee and if added expenses, had to vote on that before leg day. IN the past, encouraged attendees to go and pay for own registration. We had 4 members: Samantha, Veronica, Brigitte, Donna. Nathalie (already reimbursed by school/dean – confirmed via email). Per Brooke, in the past, designated $300 for reimbursement for legislative day. Donating to leg day event has been new. DSHP Legislative Day attendees who want to be reimbursed should email Julia (juliateshimajm@gmail.com – do not email her work email as you may receive a delay in response)

Add sub comment – get details from Donna on details for shirts, etc. Donna to follow up with Julia for line items. 

John Carbone memorial scholarship – donate because he was a DSHP member. If we have a history of donating and have it in the budget, donate. Keep it consistent from previous years.

Match up to $500 for PAC. Donated in 2023 matching campaign – the intent was to donate up to $1,000, but some complications. Nothing sent for 2022 or 2023 – remember approving the donation but appears was never paid. If no invoice sent, so we didn’t end up sending any money.
